


Improved Child Development

State Preschool Expanded Day
2006-07 Expenditures: $136,465

Provided full-day, extended care for an average of 70 preschool age children at State Preschool
sites in Los Osos, San Luis Obispo, Cuesta College Children’s Center and two sites in
Grover Beach. The extended care provided by this program allowed 65 parents to maintain
employment and five parents to attend school, three of whom graduated from the nursing
program at Cuesta College and two of whom graduated with an A.A. degree from Cuesta
College.

Head Start Kindergarten Transition Program
2006-07 Expenditures: $81,758

Served 126 four year-olds about to enter Kindergarten at sites in Paso Robles, Atascadero,
Los Osos, Oceano and Nipomo.

Improved Family Functioning

RS Productions
2006-07 Expenditures: $28,377

Distributed approximately 1000 videos and produced the Children and Families Monthly
Update on cable television featuring programs funded by First 5 San Luis Obispo County and
other programs of interest to families with young children. Approximately 60,000 homes are
reached annually.

First Time Mother’s Program
2006-07 Expenditures: $70,141

Provided intensive home visitation services by a Public Health Nurse to 177 first time
mothers countywide.



Postpartum Depression Support Line
2006-07 Expenditures: $8,771

Fielded 53 calls, provided 33 emergency assessments, referred 20 women
and treated 10. Requests for Postpartum Depression related materials
developed by this program have been received by a growing list of
counties in California and other states such as Texas and Florida.

Parents Helping Parents
2006-07 Expenditures: $38,558

Provided information and referral services, Resource Library services
and outreach events to 427 families with children age 0-5.

Kits For New Parents
2006-07 Expenditures: $8,701

Distributed 1454 Kits in 2006-07, reaching about 50% of new
parents in the county.
